Off The Boat 

No one knows for sure where it started, but sailors have long used a language of their own.  Here at the Nacra Association, we’re de-

termined to tear down the barriers between the crusty old salts and the novices, and so have produced the definitive guide to sailing 

terminology: 

Amidships - Condition of being surrounded by boats. 

Anchor - A device designed to bring up mud samples from the bottom at inopportune or unexpected times. 

Anchor Light - A small light used to discharge the battery before daylight. 

Bare Boat - Clothing Optional. 

Beam Sea - A situation in which waves strike a boat from the side, causing it to roll unpleasantly. This is one of the four directions 

from which wave action tends to produce extreme physical discomfort. The other three are `bow sea' (waves striking from the front), 

`following sea' (waves striking from the rear), and `quarter sea' (waves striking from any other direction). 

Berth - A little addition to the crew. 

Boat ownership - Standing fully-clothed under a cold shower, tearing up 100-dollar notes. 

Boom - Sometimes the result of a surprise jibe. 

Boom - Called boom for the sound that's made when it hits crew in the head on its way across the boat. For slow crew, it's called 

“boom, boom”. 

Bottom Paint - What you get when the cockpit seats are freshly painted. 

Calm - Sea condition characterised by the simultaneous disappearance of the wind and the last cold beverage. 

Chart - A type of map which tells you exactly where you are aground. 

Clew - An indication from the skipper as to what he might do next. 

Companionway - A double berth. 

Course - The direction in which a skipper wishes to steer his boat and from which the wind is blowing. Also, the language that results 

by not being able to. 

Cruising - Fixing your boat in exotic locations. 

Crew - Heavy, stationary objects used on shipboard to hold down charts, anchor cushions in place and dampen sudden movements of 

the boom. 

Current - Tidal flow that carries a boat away from its desire destination, or towards a hazard. 

Dead Reckoning - A course leading directly to a reef. 

Deadrise - Getting up to check the anchor at 0300. 

Deviation - Any departure from the Captain’s orders. 

Dinghy - The sound of the ship’s bell.

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Displacement - When you dock your boat and can’t find it later. 

Estimated Position - A place you have marked on the chart where you are sure you are not. 

First Mate - Crew member necessary for skippers to practice shouting instructions to. 

Flashlight - Tubular metal container used onboard for storing dead batteries prior to their disposal. 

Fluke - The portion of an anchor that digs securely into the bottom, holding the boat in place; also, any occasion when this occurs on the first 

try. 

Foul Wind - Breeze produced by flying turkey. 

Freeboard - Food and liquor supplied by the owner. 

Gybe - A common way to get unruly guests off your boat. 

Headway - What you are making if you can’t get the toilet to work. 

Head up - Leaving the boat toilet seat up. When boat skipper is female, leaving the head up is a serious offense. 

Heave-Ho - What you do when you’ve eaten too much Ho. 

Jack Lines - “Hey baby, want to go sailing?” 

Jibe - Either you like it or you don’t and it gets you. 

Keel - Term used by 1st mate after too much heel by skipper. 

Ketch - A sailboat with good wine in the cabin. 

Landlubber - Anyone on board who wishes he were not. 

Latitude - The number of degrees off course allowed a guest. 

Mast - Religious ritual used before setting sail. 

Mizzen - An object you can’t find. 

Motor Sailer - A sailboat that alternates between sail/rigging problems and engine problems, and with some booze in the cabin. 

Noserly - What to call the wind direction when it comes from where you're going. 

Ram - An intricate docking maneuver.  Sometimes used by experienced skippers. 

Rhumb Line - Two or more crew members waiting for a drink. 

Sailing - The fine art of getting wet and becoming ill, while going nowhere slowly at great expense. 

Schooner - A sailboat with a fully stocked liquor cabinet in the cabin. 

Sheet - Cool, damp, salty night covering. 

Shroud - Equipment used in connection with a wake. 

Starboard - Special board used by skippers for navigation (usually with “Port” on the opposite side). 

Swell - A wave that’s just great. 

Square Rigger - A rigger over 30. 

Sloop - A sailboat with beer and/or wine in the cabin. 

Tack – A maneuver the skipper uses when telling the crew what they did wrong without getting them mad. 

Yawl - A sailboat from Texas, with some good bourbon stored down yonder in the cabin. 

Zephyr - Warm, pleasant breeze. Named after the mythical Greek god of wishful thinking, false hopes, and unreliable forecasts.

Have you attended a sponsored regatta recently?  The May Day regatta at Tinaroo, and the All Boats regatta at Lake Cootharaba were recent examples 
of sponsored regatta’s. 

Your own Nacra Association has been busy chasing sponsors for the SE Qld Traveler series, and the Qld F18 Titles next year is shaping to have one of the 
largest sponsorships deals we have seen in beach cats in Qld. 

What do we all get from this sponsorship?  In most cases, it’s the money to run the events … pay for fuel for the rescue boats, for BBQ’s, dinner’s and 
occasional free drinks.  Sometimes, the winners also get prizes. 

But consider, why do these businesses sponsor our sailing events?  If we look at the majority of sponsorship, it’s often provided by businesses owned by 
club sailors themselves, or by businesses closely associated with club sailors or club sailing. 

And in most cases, money proved to a club to sponsor an event could be more accurately described as a “donation”.  It is money provided to help re-
duce the financial drain on the host club, to help you have fun, and to make the event a success.  The business providing the sponsorship does so with-
out any real expectation of a commercial return on his investment. 

But what if these sponsors did get a return on their investment?  And how can we, the sailors who attend these events, show our appreciation to these 
sponsors, and help these sponsors make some money out of sponsoring catamaran sailing? 

Firstly, if the sponsor has a representative at the event, take the time to find him and thank him for his sponsorship. 

Second, take the time to find out what your sponsor does.  What does he sell, or what services does he provide? 

Lastly, remember your sponsors.  You don’t have to run in to the sponsors office first thing Monday morning buy something, just keep them in mind.  If 
you need a product they provide, contact them and see if they can help you.  If your family, friends, employers, co-workers need a product they pro-
vide, remember them and pass on their details.  And if you do end up buying from them, make sure they know that you’re buying because they spon-
sored Regatta X. 

If we look after our sponsors, they will look after us.  If they feel that their sponsorship of a sailing event has generated additional business, they are 
more likely to return, and more likely to return with more dollars for the next event. 

You may have noticed that the Newsletter includes a “Sponsor Focus” section for sponsored events.  We’ve done this as a “thank you” to the busi-
nesses that have helped make our regattas a success. 

The success of sponsorship depends on all of us.

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Classroom 

 

Before the Preparatory Signal 

 

Although the “when boats meet” rules apply in the same way before as they do after the preparatory signal, there is no pen-

alty for breaking a rule of Part 2 (“When Boats Meet”) unless you interfere with a boat that is racing. 

 

The rules or sailing instructions requiring you to do something “whilst racing” don’t apply before the preparatory signal either, 

because you are not “racing” until the preparatory signal. 

 

The standard signalling system for starting a race is a series of visual signals (usually accompanied by a sound signal). 

 

¶ The sequence begins with a warning signal (usually your class flag is raised) at five minutes before the start (for a 5 minute 

start sequence) 

¶ One minute later is the “preparatory signal” (usually the P flag is raised), signalling the beginning of the “preparatory pe-

riod” in which boats are “racing”. 

¶ At one minute before the start, the preparatory signal is removed (the preparatory flag is lowered). 

¶ At the start, the warning signal is removed (the class flag is lowered). 

 

The sailing instructions might vary the standard signalling system.  For example, the warning signal may be raised 10 minutes 

or 3 minutes before the start. 

 

 

In the Preparatory Period.  This covers the period from the preparatory signal to the time at which boats are approaching 

the line to start. 

 

At the moment of the preparatory signal your boat must be afloat and thereafter not be beached except to bail out, reef or 

make repairs.  You or your crew may stand on the bottom to hold your boat. 

 

You are vulnerable in the preparatory period because no one is sailing any particular course so the risk of collision is great.  

However, if you break a rule of Part 2 of the RRS (the “when boats meet” rules), you must  take a penalty.  So unless the 

breach is shortly before the starting signal, the penalty is a light one. 

 

If you hit a start mark, you may exonerate yourself by getting well clear of other boats as soon as possible and doing a Penalty 

Turn. 

 

If you are going to sail in championships or open regattas, you need to know the starting penalty signals and systems because 

they may affect the way you plan your start. 

 

 

No Penalty 

 

The majority of races are started with the no penalty system in force.  The P flag is used as the preparatory signal.  You are 

allowed to be on the course side  of the starting line right up to the starting signal.  If any part of your boat, crew or equipment  

is on the wrong side of the line at the moment of the starting signal, you simply have to get back completely behind the start 

line to start properly (known as a “dip” start).  On a start line with plenty of room, the cost a making a mistake by crossing pre-

maturely is small.

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The I Flag Rule (return round an end penalty system) 

 

When the I flag is displayed as the preparatory signal, the “I Flag Rule” will come into effect when the flag is struck at the one 

minute signal.  This means that in the final minute, if any part of your boat is on the course side of the line, you must return to 

the pre-start side of the line by sailing around one of the ends of the line.  

 

 

The Z Flag Rule (20% penalty system) 

 

When the Z flag is displayed as the preparatory signal, if any part of your boat is on the course side of the line, your finishing 

position will have 20% of the number of boats entered for the race added on.  You must still return to start properly or will be 

scored OCS (meaning “on the course side of the start line”).  If there is a “general recall” or the race is abandoned after the 

start and resailed, the 20% penalty is still applied. 

 

 

The Black Flag Rule (disqualification penalty system) 

 

When the black flag is displayed as the preparatory signal and in the final minute any part of your boat is on the wrong side of 

the line, you will be disqualified, unless the race is postponed or abandoned before the starting signal.  If there is a general 

recall, you must not start in the next attempt to get the race underway.

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Factory Report 

 

Nacra 36C 

 

The NACRA 36 C was launched on the weekend of 21st of May in Port Douglas. 

 

Goose from Goose marine made the trip over from Bunbury and Ross from Nacra attended as well.  A crew of 5 put the new 

boat through its first run.  They managed to win the marathon 2 hours ahead of the next boat.  The boat was doing 20 knots 

downwind in 15 knots of breeze and sailed beautifully by all reports. It is much drier than the old 36 with much larger volume 

hulls, stiffer beams, longer rudders and boards. The hulls are made out of double skinned carbon, which gave an extremely 

light and stiff platform. 

 

The boat will race again this weekend at the Clipper cup.

One recently went to Mur-

gon and the new owner is thrilled by its capability to carry 4 or more people while cruising around the lake. 

  

New 2011 Infusions 

 

The first batch of four 2011 Infusions have all been sold.  Three are going to North Queensland, 

and the other will be going to SA.  The fleet in North Queensland continues to grow. 

 

Another batch will be ordered soon and will arrive late September, October.  If you wish to trade 

up to this 2011 model, it features: 

¶ New longer boards. 

¶ Pro grip on decks. 

¶ Improved finish and stiffness in hulls. 

¶ Sails are now available in blue, white and smoke. 

¶ Plaid coloured sails are only available in Scotland.

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2012 Nacra National Titles 

 

The 33rd NACRA Catamaran National Championship is being held in Adelaide, at Largs Bay on Gulf St. Vincent . Largs Bay is the most 

northerly of Adelaide’s beachside suburbs and the Largs Bay Sailing Club offers great facilities from which to host this event. 

 

Largs Bay has an experienced race management team with extensive experience hosting National and other championship regattas. Your 

association is confident that the club will ensure that sailors are well catered for throughout the series, both on and off the water. 

 

Their large clubhouse includes a bar and modern catering facilities and there are ample rigging areas on a lawn area in front of the club 

and on the broad sandy beach plus there is ample parking adjacent to the club. The club has excellent spectator viewing from a wide bal-

cony on the second level of the club. 

 

The club encourages family groups with plenty of recreation space including a TV projection screen, computer games console, two squash 

courts, a snooker table and a childrens playground in the neighbouring park.
